TIPS ON WRITING ENGINEERING OUTCOMES – with KSJ lens
Writing clear outcomes requires sincere effort and can be challenging. Good, helpful outcomes are:
· Specific and meaningful

· Achievable

· Observable

· Measurable/assessable

When an outcome is very substantial, you may find it useful to develop sub-outcomes, also known as enabling or supporting outcomes.
A well written outcomes conveys a clear picture of what is required. Some words, like “know” and “understand” are open to several interpretations. Avoid them. Instead, attempt to indicate what measurable and observable behaviour, or visible activity you will accept as evidence of “knowing”.
